Konstantinos Karamanlis wanted Greece to become a liberal and strong state, led by the
vision of a united Europe, “with the invincible power of a natural phenomenon”. In 1959,
this European perspective began to materialize and Greece submitted its request to join
the then fledgling European Economic Community, opting for the EEC over EFTA.

The Association Agreement between Greece and the EEC followed two years later.

The military dictatorship of 1967-1974 thwarted the country’'s European perspective but
the momentum was quickly brought back to life with the restoration of democracy in 1974
and Greece’s application for accession in 1975.
