GENERAL DOCUMENTS
1. Proof of accommodation in Greece (e.g. hotel reservation). In case of visiting family or friend, a signed invitation of the Greek host legalized by Greek Authorities is needed (+ 1 copy).
2. Proof of itinerary (e.g. reservation for plane, bus or train). In case you travel by your own means of transportation: vehicle license and driving license (+ 1 copy).
3. Medical insurance for the period of the visa validity, value 30.000 euro (+ 1 copy). 

4. Recent bank statement for the last 3 months (+ 1 copy). In case of unemployment, same document of the applicant’s spouse.

5. Photocopy of the applicant’s passport (pages with personal data and old visas, if existing).
6. Photocopy of the valid residence permit in Bulgaria (+ 1 copy).

7. One (1) recent passport size (60mmx40mm) color photograph of the applicant with white back ground (Please do not stick on the application form). 
8. Completed application form & declaration duly signed by the applicant.
ADDITIONAL DOCUMENTS REQUESTED FOR MINORS

(children under 18 years old)
9. Birth certificate (The document must be translated into Greek or English language).

10. Copy of the parent(s) identity card(s) and passport(s). 

11. Proof of enrolment at school (The document must be translated into Greek or English language). 
12. Children over 12 years old should be present. In any case, minors must be accompanied by both parents or legal guardians, when submitting their Visa application to the Greek Consular Authority, to give their consent for the issuance of an entry visa to Greece and to sign the respective Visa application document.
· If one parent or legal guardian cannot present him/herself to the Consular Office, his/her written consent (with certification of signature) legally certified is required (The document must be translated into Greek or English language). 

· In case of a single parent it is needed to present a sole duly attested custody or guardianship document (The document must be translated into Greek or English language). 

ADDITIONAL DOCUMENTS FOR DEPENDENT PERSONS /SPOUSES

9. Proof of family relationship, through national civil status records: 

It is required to present a recent family status certificate issued by the competent Authority, legalized by the competent Authority (The document must be translated into Greek or English).

- In case of Bulgarian spouse, certificate for family status “Удостоверение за семейно положение и членове на семейство” issued by the competent Bulgarian municipality, where the marriage is registered. The Bulgarian certificate has to be legalized with APOSTILLE stamp from the competent Bulgarian Regional Administration. 

10. Copy of the ID card of the spouse/family person.

9. Verified work contract sealed by the employing company (address and phone number are requested, too).
10. Insurance booklet (+ 1 copy) (no translation).



11. Letter of employment including date of employment, job title, salary and duration of annual leaves (with signature, seal and name).

 9. Recent registration certificate of the company by the Bulgarian Registry Agency of Companies. The document must be translated into Greek or English language.

10. Last taxation document from the Ministry of Finances or a document proving that the candidate does not owe any taxation payments (+ 1 copy) (no translation).

11. Insurance booklet (+ 1 copy) (no translation).

The applicant must present the original documents and copies of them. Our Authority will keep the copies.
ADDITIONAL DOCUMENTS FOR BUSINESS VISIT

9. A formal invitation from business partner in Greece stating the kind of business, duration of the business trip. 
10. A letter from employer, stating the applicant’s position, employment period, the kind of business trip (The document must be translated into Greek or English language).

11. Recent registration certificate of the Bulgarian company by the Bulgarian Registry Agency of Companies (The document must be translated into Greek or English language).

12. Visitors of trade fairs: Registration with the trade fair.

ADDITIONAL DOCUMENTS FOR STUDENTS

 9. Student’s book and student's card (+ 1 copy).

10. University Document certifying that the applicant is a student. The certificate has to be legalized with APOSTILLE stamp from the Bulgarian National Centre for Information and Documentation (NACID) (The document must be translated into Greek or English language).

9. Document proof of pension (+ 1 copy) (The document must be translated into Greek or English language).

2. Photocopy of the valid residence permit in Bulgaria (+ 1 copy).

3. One (1) recent passport size (60mmx40mm) color photograph of the applicant with white back ground (Please do not stick on the application form). 
4. Completed application form & declaration duly signed by the applicant.
5. Document proving family ties with the EU citizen and dependency (if required). It is required to present a recent family status/marriage certificate/birth certificate issued by the competent Authority, legalized by the competent Authority (The document must be translated into Greek or English).In case of Bulgarian spouse, certificate for family status “Удостоверение за семейно положение и членове на семейство” issued by the competent Bulgarian municipality, where the marriage is registered (The Bulgarian certificate has to be legalized with APOSTILLE stamp from the competent Bulgarian Regional Administration). 

6. Copy of the ID card of the spouse/EU family member.

7. Proof that the EU family member is already living in Greece (if the non EU citizen is joining him/her).

8. A declaration (or any other document proof) that the couple will travel together, if the family member will be accompanying the EU citizen.
