The Games last for ninc (9) days and take place the second half of September,
Weekends are notincluded. ach day is dedicated to each of the nine Pierian Muses,
who according 10 Greek Mythology were the patron goddesses o Knowledge.
Literature. Arts and Scicnces. They were: Calliope. Euterpe. Clio. Erato. Mclpomene.

Polyhymnia. Terpsichore, Thalia. Urania,

The eventis a revival of the ancient games which were held on the same place.
the sacred city of the Macedonians. under the same title: “Olympia in Dion™.

In the Ancient Theatre of Dion the great tragic poel Furipides wrote and
presented five of his plays among which his last masterpiece “Bacchae™. According to
ancient writers, Furipides died and was buried in Pieria. On his tombstone the
Athenians engraved the following epigram:

" Xaips nedopmerdion, Evpinidn, ev yodloic Higpias tov asl vorrig éyowv
Ddlopov...o¢ av idaTpic mepidemy vaiye ayydb Higpideaon™”,

“Be happy, Enripides, to lrave your efernal night’s home (grave} at the deep-

biue see-side in Pieria...
You who adored Pierian Muses continue to live close to thent”

The archaic choral. the dancing and the athletic ceremonies as well as the orpheic
mystic events that were held on the slops of Mount Olympus in honour of Zeus. king
Archelaus(413-399 b.C.) established and highlighted them on a national range, where
thousands of pilgrims came from all over the known world. Along with the theatre
games, musical and sports games were held (oo, in which artists and athletes
participated from the Greek and later on of Roman cities. The celebrations started
with a sacrifice (0 Olympian Zeus. That is why they arc called “0) ympia in Dion™,
During the reign of Phillip the I and his son Alexander the 111 (the Great) ~Olympia
in Dion™ became reknowned all over the world. They continued up to the Christian
times as a nationwide celebration until the games “Demetria™ succeeded them, after
Thessaloniki became the capital of Macedonia.
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Fhe themes of these vames include student performances of Ancient Greeh. atin
and other peoples™ Dramas. concerts and athletic mectings of archaie style.

I, theatre. music and athlete proups should he composed exclusively by voung
people. Graduate students have the right to participate in the theatrical group of their
school- University.,

2. Fach group will he accompanied by teachers according 1o the fegislaition of their
countrics. (Greek legislation: YAT29287/GG2/10-11-2011. FIEK 276Y9. Chapter B),

3. The play of the students™ theatre group could be a play of ancient focal tradition ol

the couniry from where the theatre group comes. (In this case more information musi

he sent to the organizing commitlee ).
4. The performance should last for 50-7¢ minutes.

5. Each group participates in “Olympia in Dion™ with only once performance.

6. Groups coming from abroad 10 the airport of Theassaloniki will be
translered 1o the place ol accomodation in Pieria and hack to the airport on

OrgaNiZLrs’ expenses.

7. The selected teams will be able to stay for FREL for up to 5 nights at Skotina's
KEDA . which s provided by the Ministry of National Defense (in quadruple
rooms and individual toilet). The groups should carry 2 sheets. pillowcases
and 1owels. Food 1s on the costs of the participants. who. if they wish. can
have their meals in the restaurant of Skotina's KEDA. The cost is from 3-3

Euro per person per meal.
8. Only small- size transportable scenery is proposed.

9. The theatre games “Olympia in Dion™ have not a competitive character. After
the performance special awards are granted to the participant groups and certificates

of participation to the participant actors.

10. Applications will be examined carly in June and elected groups will be informed

in time in order to prepare their trip.

Morcover. the groups will have the unique opportunity to visit the
archaeological park of Dion. the archaeological museum of Dion. to walk in-the paths
of the fegendary Olympus, home of the twelve Gods, to visit the legendary river
Helicon- Vafyra where the Maenads killed Orpheus, to visit the Ancient Pydna where
Cassander arrested and killed Olympias, the mother of Alexander the Great.
Participants may also visit the Old and New Monastery of Agios Dionysios in
Olympus, the raditional settlement of Palaios Panteleimonas, the Venetian castle of
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Platamonas. the Nautical Muscum ol Litohoro. the Obvmpos National Forest

Management Ageney in Litochoro. Picria.

In nearby regions of interest are the monuments in Thessaloniki. the tomb of
Phitlip the 11 in Vergina. the School of Aristote in Micza.

During “Olympia in Dion™ groups [rom abroad will have the opportunity to learn
Greek dances.

Finally, during the time of the International Youth Meeting cultural activitics will

take place.
