REQUIREMENTS FOR THE ISSUE OF SHORT STAY (SCHENGEN) VISAS

Applications for obtaining a Schengen visa should be submitted to the Consular Section of the Embassy of Greece in Tel Aviv. A personal interview is required.
Documents needed:

· Israeli ID-Card and / or Valid Israeli Residence Permit (valid for at least 3 months after the date of return to Israel).
Valid Re-Entry Visa (Intervisa).
· Flight and Hotel Reservation:
For the application procedure the Itinerary and the hotel Booking will be sufficient. 

Applicants not using hotel accommodation will have to provide alternative proof such as: 

Cruise round trip (Detailed Schedule), Family / Friends Invitation (see visitors visa below), or any other kind of accommodation. 

Please note: Upon receipt of the approved Schengen Visa, the applicant should provide the e-ticket flight number as well as proof of payment for flight ticket and accommodation. 

· Evidence of Sufficient Funds:
Three (3) last salary slips or alternative source of income (certificate of the annual net income issued by a tax adviser, etc). 

Applicant’s Recent Bank Account Statements (Transactions in the account for the last 3 months).

· Evidence of Readiness to return:

Recent letter from employer / school / university, registration of company, evidence of property, marriage certificate, birth certificates of children.

Further requirements for:

· Visitors visa (family/friends)
· Declaration by host(s) in Greece, certified by notary or local authority, assuming full responsibility during your stay in Greece 
· Copy of host’s resident permit.
· Business visit
· A formal invitation from business partner in Greece stating the kind of business, duration of the business trip and - if applicable - a guarantee for the costs.

· A letter from employer, stating your position, employment period, the kind of business trip and-if applicable-a guarantee for the costs.

· If you have your own business: registration with the Chamber of Commerce.

· Visitors of trade fairs: Registration with the trade fair.
· Confirmed hotel booking
· Cultural /academic / study trips

· Personalized letter of invitation explaining the reason(s) for the trip as well as name(s), address(es) and phone number(s) of host(s).

· Scan of all the above mentioned required documents (each one separately if applicable).
