The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Serbia, Diplomatic Protocol,
presents its compliments to all diplomatic missions, consular posts, international organisations
resident offices and consulates headed by honorary consuls accredited in the Republic of
Serbia and, referring to the Ministry’s Note No. 906/2020 of 14 May 2020, has the honour to
inform that the Government of the Republic of Serbia has adopted a Decision on amending
the Decision to declare the disease COVID-19 caused by the virus SARS-CoV-2 an infectious
disease, whereby foreign citizens having either a temporary or permanent stay authorization in
the Republic of Serbia as well as accredited members of foreign diplomatic missions, consular
posts and international organizations resident offices, including their family members who are
holders of special identity cards, i.e. identification documents issued by the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs and the Government’s Secretariat General, who are entering the Republic of
Serbia, have the possibility to have cancelled the measure of a 14-day self-isolation for an
acute respiratory illness caused by the virus SARS-CoV-2, provided they obtain a negative
PCR test for the virus SARS-CoV-2 issued by a reference laboratory in the Republic of
Serbia upon personal request and the costs of which will be borne by that person.

The abovementioned thus applies to the said categories of people who are entering the
Republic of Serbia without a negative PCR test, whereby they will be ordered self-isolation at
home, and who decide, during the period of isolation, to be tested in the Republic of Serbia to
shorten their isolation, provided a negative test.

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs wishes to underline that this measure does not apply
to foreign citizens who do not have a regulated stay in the Republic of Serbia, who are
obliged to have, prior to entering the Republic of Serbia, a negative PCR test and a decision of
the Government’s working group.

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Serbia, Diplomatic Protocol, avails
itself of this opportunity to renew to all diplomatic missions, consular posts, international
organisations resident offices and consulates headed by honorary consuls accredited to the
Republic of Serbia the assurances of its high consideration.
