The Consulate General of Greece in San Francisco, taking into consideration the provisions of Law 4412/2016, as
amended and in force, is about to sign a contract for painting services of the 1st floor where the offices and entrances of
the Consulate General are housed except for the office of the Consul General, the kitchen and the WCs, invites interested
parties to submit a relevant offer. The offer iis requested to strictly follow the technical specifications presented in the
attached table (in English) and provide reference to it.

The quote should fulfill the tender specifications described in the Annex attached herewith, and should include the
following:

a) The fee per unit Square Feet (where appropriate) for each type of service, inclusive of any kind of deductions and
taxes (e.g., social/accident insurance, tax, VAT), the duration of the project as well as the total cost for the project, which
cannot exceed the aforementioned budget.

b) The total amount of VAT for the aforementioned project
c) The validity period of the presented offer
d) The company’s valid business license where the type of services offered is written
e) The type of work relation the company’s employees will have (outsourcing/ dispatching)
f) A certificate proving that the company paid required taxes and other fees
g) A certificate proving that all social security and relevant fees have been paid for the company’s employees that
will participate in the project.

The selection criterion is the most value-for-money offer that will satisfy the technical specifications included in
the attached Annex.

The quotes can be submitted in the email address of the Consulate (see above contact info) no later 10/10/2024
The tender will ensure that, upon request and at any given time, proof of insurance, tax/fees payments and criminal
record of the staff that will be assigned to the Embassy of the Hellenic Republic can be provided to the Embassy.

TECHNICAL PAINTING WORKS OF THE 1 FLOOR
FOR CONSULATE GENERAL OF GREECE IN SAN FRANCISCO
TENDER SPECIFICATION

1. Description of the tender

The Contracting Authority is situated at the Consulate of Greece in San Francisco. The scope of the services to be covered by
the contract between the Contracting Authority and the successful tenderer includes painting works to be provided at the
premises of the Consulate of Greece. The contractor shall be responsible for painting the walls of the following office rooms:
- Trade attaché office room

- Waiting room

- Financial administration office room
- Archive office room

- Copy equipment room

- Corridors

- Two main entrances

2. Place of delivery or performance
The place of performance of the project-related tasks shall be the Consulate General of Greece in San Francisco.

3. Duration

The framework contract(s) resulting from the present call for tenders shall enter into force on the date on which it is signed by
the last contracting party. The specific duration of the painting works wili be determined and agreed upon before the
commencement of the project.

4. Scope of the tender

The proposals should include the following points:

1. Painting of the walls in the specified office rooms.

2. Preparing rooms for painting, including removing or covering carpet, furniture, lighting and equipment as required.
3. Ensuring that all surfaces to be painted are properly prepared (cleaned, sanded, primed as®hecessary) before painting.
4. Application of high-quality paint in the specified color(s) and finish as agreed with the Contracting Authority.

5. Proper ventilation and safety measures during the painting process to minimize disruption to Consulate activities.
6. Cleaning up after the painting is completed and ensuring that all items are returned to their originafpositions.

7. Proper disposal of any waste materials resulting from the painting process.

Necessary inclusions:

- Insurance for the workers performing the tasks.

- Accident/liability insurance for all staff participating in the project.

5. Volume
The contract amount will be specified in US dollars (USD)}, including all applicable taxes. The maximum contract amount has
been estimated in 6,500 USD including VAT

6. Selection Criteria

The tenderer must demonstrate sufficient economic and financial capacity, as well as sufficient technical and professional
capacity, to perform the contract. For economic capacity, assessment criteria may include a statement of the annual average
manpower and the number of managerial staff of the tenderer over the last three (3) years. For technical and professional
capacity, the tenderer should provide proof that they have successfully completed at least two (2) projects of a similar nature
or scope to the painting works specified in this tender.



7. Other Requirements

The tenderer should be able to provide, upon request during the project duration, proof that:
a) The staff assigned to the Consulate General of Greece in San Francisco has no criminal record.
b) No taxes or insurance fees related to the aforementioned employees are due.
